Ms. Brenden’s Classroom Management Plan/Classroom Rules
**  The student is expected to follow the directions/expectations given by the teacher.  The following are some of the expectations/directions for my classroom:

Cell Phones are to be “OFF” (not on silent or vibrate) before you enter the room on time.  The phone is to be kept in in a zipped up area of your backpack/book bag/purse.  The backpack/book bag/purse is then to be kept on the floor UNDER your table.  If you are using your cell phone (such as but not limited to, reading or sending a text message) then the cell phone will be taken away from you.  The cell phone will be returned to you AFTER the following has been met:

1st time:
Parent or guardian must pick up the phone from the office after 6th period.

2nd time (or more):

You will fill out the form I give you and have it signed by your parent or guardian.  After the signed form is returned to me, your parent or guardian may pick up the cell phone from the office after 6th period.  A referral to the office will also be made.
Attendance:  The day that you return, you MUST get the assignment(s) that you are missing.  Past assignments are posted near the back of the room.  The “absent work” is due the next day.  If you were absent more than one day, you must turn in at least one of the missing assignments the next day and any other assignments on each of the following days.
Tardiness and Hall Passes:  Student must be in the room (not running in) when the second bell/tone sounds.




Excused tardy (no penalty) if detained by a teacher, administrator, security or counselor but you MUST bring a signed, dated and timed note from that person when you enter the class late.  No note, then tardy is unexcused.
Unexcused tardy penalties:


1st tardy:
no penalty

2nd tardy:
Must complete the form I give you.  Due the next day or will be assigned detention.

3rd tardy:
Assigned detention.

4th tardy or more:
Referral sent to administration.


Hall passes:
Are rarely given and are given at my discretion.   A hall pass will count as a tardy and the tardy policy will be then followed.

Come prepared to do work every day:
· You will ALWAYS need to bring your textbook.  Penalties for not bringing your book are the same as being tardy.  If you come to class without your book, it is YOUR responsibility to get a book from me to use during class time.  You will NOT share a book with someone else in class.

· You are to bring each day to class:  2 pencils, 2 pens, an eraser, notebook paper. 
· Chemistry students also need to have a calculator that can do addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, and square root.  The penalties for not having your calculator are the same as being tardy.
Daily Work:
· When class time is given to work on an assignment, you are expected to work on it or it may result in receiving zero points for that assignment.  If you need help, please ASK!

· Assignments are due the next school day at the beginning of class.  This means the assignment is completely finished before you walk into the classroom on time.

· You can earn 2 extra credit points on many daily work assignments and labs by having a perfect paper; turned in on time, neat, no wrong answers and followed the directions correctly.  No more than 3% of the points earned in a quarter can be from extra credit points. 
· Late work:  You should make every effort to get your assignments finished to the best of your ability and turned in on time.  I do accept assignments that are one day late for full credit, but no more than 3 one-day-late papers per quarter.  Assignments coming in two or more days late that have been completed in an acceptable manner will receive only half credit.  A few extra copies of the worksheets are available during the time we are working on that chapter.  No extra copies will be available AFTER the chapter test, so make sure when you get your copy of the worksheet that you do not lose it.  I will only accept 3 assignments that are two or more days late per quarter.
· Incomplete assignments will not be accepted.  I will accept the assignment when it is finished with reasonable answers.  It will then count as a late assignment.  
Labs:  Make every effort to be in class on lab day.  I will try to have the lab available up to 2 days after the scheduled lab.  YOU must set up a time for when you will be coming in to make up the lab.  When in lab, you will follow the directions and work in a safe manner.  
Chapter Tests:

· The test usually consists of true/false, multiple choice, matching, diagram identification and sometimes calculation-type questions which are answered on a scantron sheet.

· A pencil is required to mark the answers.  It is STRONGLY recommended to mark your answers lightly so in case you decide to change your answer, you will be able to erase the mark cleanly (no smudges).  Darken your marks before you hand in your test.  If you have the correct answer marked, but there is also a smudge, there is a good chance the scantron machine will mark it wrong and I will count it as a wrong answer.

· Writing on the test booklet will cause you to lose points towards your test score.

· If you are absent up to two school days before the test or on test day, you will take the test the day you return to class.  The test date will be posted several days prior to the test.
Grading Scale:  100 -90%  A’s,  89 -80% B’s,  79- 70%  C’s,  69-60%  D’s,   59% and below F  

A few Do’s and Don’ts to keep in mind:
· Do come to class on time dressed appropriately.  Read and learn the dress code.  I will not allow a student to remain in class if they are out of compliance with the dress code.
· Do remove your hat BEFORE entering the gates into the campus.  Audio players & earbuds/headphones are to be put away before entering the room.  If I confiscate one of these items, your parent or guardian will have to pick it up at the end of the school day from the office.

· Do keep your food and drink in your backpack.  There is no eating or drinking (this includes water) while in the classroom.  If you have a medical condition, please provide me with a doctor’s note.
· Do get help from me or another student when needed.  Don’t copy answers from someone else’s paper.  This will result in you and the other person(s) involved receiving zero points on that assignment as well as redoing the assignment.
· Don’t expect me or any other student in class to just give you the answers to the assignment questions.  Instead I and the other students will help you find the answer you need.

· Do finish your assignment.  Your book will have all the information you need and also refer to any notes that I have given you.  If stuck on a question, you can also use a search engine on the internet to find the topic and the answer.

· Do stay focused during class time and study a little each night in order to be prepared for the chapter tests.

· Do be on your best behavior when I have a substitute teacher.  If your name gets written down or the class in general was not cooperative, then you WILL write a letter of apology to the substitute which must meet my approval.  Your grades for the quarter will not be recorded until you get the approved letter written and delivered to me.
· Do wait quietly in your seat so that I can excuse the class at the end of the period.
